1. Find the Right Size
	 •	 Take note of your room’s size. Make sure you provide for a comfortable viewing 	

		  distance between you and the TV. 

	 •	 Corning’s interactive floor planner can help you start with envisioning the 

		  appropriate size, style and location of your new LCD TV (www.discoverlcd.com).

	 •	 Know your dimensions (height, width and depth). Make sure the TV will fit in 

		  the space where you want to put it.

	 •	 Look for HDTV with an excellent viewing angle, at least 170°.

	 •	 Make sure your favorite programming will display adequately. 

	 •	 Test the TV with a variety of programming types (sports, movies), sources 

		  (cable, DVD) and quality levels (HD, digital channels, non-digital).

	 •	 Does the television provide the best quality picture for day – and night-time 	

		  viewing?

3. Maximize the HD Experience
	 •	 Make sure the TV has the quantity and type of connections required to get 		

		  maximum display quality from your components.
